本年度學校發展計劃以學生為中心，

除此之外，語文能力會直接影響學生學
習的表現，為使學生能活用英語，本校推

行跨學科英語課程，藉以提升學生英語的
能力及對學習英語的信心，並加強學生

對不同學科的掌握(Language Across 
Curr iculum)。跨學科英語課程致
力締造豐富的英語環境，讓學生既

能掌握不同學科，如社會
教育、綜合科學、歷史、
地理科的基本概念，又能
活用英語詞彙及句式。學
生透過協作學習及學習活

動，能有效地應用相關詞彙及句式，達到
「學以致用」的效果。

最後，隨著科技的發展及新冠疫情持
續，新的學習模式——混合式學習應運而
生，而本校各學科亦透過運用不同的混合式
學習教學法，激發學生的學習動機，從而提
升學習效能，使學生能學會學習，為終身學
習打好堅實基礎。

在學生發展及支援方面，學校推動正
向教育。在認知層面上，透過班主任課、早
會、講座、班會活動等為學生建立正向的心
理、社交及學習環境，建立學生正向學習經
驗；在實際體驗上，透過體驗式學習，以真
實情境豐富學生的學習經驗，讓學生了解自
己的性格、強弱項，從而尋找生命的意義；
在靈性及價值觀建立上，透過靜觀體驗、使
用可重用餐具及課外活動等建立可持續的生
活模式，促進學生靈性的健康發展。
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在 學 生 培 育 上 ， 學 校 新 的 關 注 項
目及發展目標是正向教育，希望透過不
同活動，例如講座、早會、班主任課、
正向體驗日及靜觀活動等為學生建立正
向的學習經驗，讓學生活出正向人生。
在實際推行上，在學期初透過工作坊讓
老師了解正向教育的內涵。本校請來香
港教育大學講師劉雅詩博士介紹正向教
育、靜觀（正念）及其教學應用，以講
座、小組討論、伸展練習、靜觀呼吸練
習、向他人祝福等活動讓老師體驗正向
感受，亦讓老師明白如何透過不同活動
推動正向教育。

本校也舉辦正向教育講座，請來基
督教香港信義會的社工為同學講解正向
心理學的不同範疇，讓同學明白如何運
用正向心理學理論（PERMA）來提升
自己的正向心理。社工以生活例子將理
論解說得很清楚，使學生容易明白及能
運用在日常生活中。另外，社工亦深入
講解24種品格強項可以如何應用在學習
和生活上，讓學生明白這些強項的實用
性，嘗試發揮自己的品格強項。

此外，本校透過網上問卷發掘學生
的品格強項，讓學生明白每個人都是獨
一無二的，每個人都有他的品格強項，
只要好好發揮，品格強項可以幫助學生
面對壓力，發揮自己的潛能，活出正向
人生。配合這主題，本校舉辦了班際壁
報設計比賽，各班需要以同學的品格強
項設計海報，讓班上同學初步了解各人
的品格強項。壁報除了能讓同學發揮創
意之外，亦加強了同學的互相了解以及

For you and I, going to the dentist is nothing out of the ordinary; but 

for the handicapped, it is more often than not a harrowing and diff icult 
task. As members of the School’s Academic Investigation Team, we had 
the opportunity to investigate dental care for the mentally disabled in 
Hong Kong in depth by joining the Consumer Culture Study Award 2020-
2021, which allows students to conduct in-depth studies and submit 

reports on selected local consumer behaviours, attitudes, and values. 
During the project, we had the privilege to interview two dentists with extensive experience in dental 

care for the mentally disabled, along with their parents and carers. Throughout the interview, we had to 
constantly ref lect on our preconceived notions of the handicapped. We learned that simple actions such 
as opening our mouths that seem inconceivably easy to us are ten times more difficult for them to achieve, 
and the blinding lights alongside the high-pitched drilling sounds of a dentist’s off ice which might be 
mildly uncomfortable are actually unbearable to those who are neurodivergent. We realized that extra 
accommodations, such as anesthesia, are barely affordable to an average person, so most have to go 
without proper dental care. While challenging at times, this was an incredibly humbling and ref lective 
experience that has inspired us to help the disadvantaged in the future.

We were honoured to be awarded the Senior Champion and Best Topic Selection Award out of 650 
participating teams. We were also able to present our findings live during the prize presentation and to the 
press, from which we hoped that people would understand more about the hardships the disabled face on a 
daily basis.

We would like to extend our deepest gratitude to the School and our Principal, Sr. Anita, for their 
invaluable support throughout the competition, as well as all who are working tirelessly to build a more 
inclusive and empathetic society for those in need.

Do you think bees are scary? Are you afraid of being attacked by bees? I used 

to be very afraid of bees. But now I’ve changed my mind - bees are cute!

On 22nd December, 2021, we visited a bee farm with our Chemistry teachers 

Mr. Lo and Miss Wong as well as some senior form students.

In the farmhouse, the staff introduced the information about bees to us. From its 

classification to habits, we learned many new things. For example, there are many 

other types of insects that have similar appearances with bees. Therefore, people always mix 

them up. In Hong Kong, bees usually have the same size as our last part of the little finger. They 

will not attack you even if you touch them.

Then, we made lipsticks with beeswax and other organic ingredients. The staff told us that 

there were many by-products of bees, not just honey. 

After that, we left the farmhouse and moved to the apiary. It was the f irst time for us to 

see hundreds and thousands of bees. The staff took out a hive frame from the beehive, and 

introduced us to the daily life of bees. We learned that bees build their honeycomb on the hive frame 

and they are very busy producing honey and feeding the larvae every day. Every one of us also had 

a chance to inspect the bees closely. We dipped a little drop of honey on our fingers to attract 

the bees. When the bees climbed on our hands, we could observe their body carefully.

This activity was a special experience for us. We thank our school for the support so 

as to let us learn outside the classroom by joining these interesting activities. Apart from 

this bee visiting, the Junior Gifted Education also provides other learning opportunities to 

broaden our horizons.

Chemistry is a practical subject and our school always encourages us to enrich our experience through 

participating in different activities and competitions outside. It is a competition about designing formulae for 
cosmetic products. Participants had to modify their formulations on lipsticks, face cream and cleanser based on 
the ingredients provided and finally present their products to the judges.

In this competition, I have experienced the process of research and improving skincare products by 
repeating experiments and advancing my experimental skills. Moreover, it trained our problem-solving skills. For 
example, our initial progress was too slow. We then noticed that randomly testing on different chemicals was 
very time-consuming. Therefore, we figured out a systematic way to find out the properties of each chemical 
with the help of the teacher. Then, we included chemicals that showed excellent results in different criteria into 
our formula. Apart from learning the science of the product, I have also explored the production practice in the 
industry and their guidelines.  

During the investigation of the formulae, we have invited many teachers, office staff and schoolmates to test 
and review our products. Without their support, we would not be able to improve our products. Also, thank you 
to all chemistry teachers and our laboratory technician, Mr. Lee, for spending days with us in the laboratory and 
preparing the equipment we needed. Therefore, I would like to express my gratitude to all teachers, school staff 
and schoolmates who have participated in this competition. 

Besides, I have learnt the presentation skills of promoting our products. I have also seen various creative 
presentations from other participants which we can adopt in the future. Therefore, participating in this 
competition allowed me to learn further and be more mature. Treasure every chance to enrich your experience, 
don’t hesitate when you see other competitions in the future!
